Membership is necessary for the reception of Sacraments and is also required 
for a certificate to be godparents or sponsors. You must be a registered, 

contributing member for at least 3 months before a certificate will be given. 

 

Anointing of the Sick (Last Rites) 
Any baptized Catholic who is seriously ill or facing surgery can receive the 
Sacrament of Last Rites, not just those who are dying. If you find yourself 

or a loved one as a patient in the hospital and are in need of this 
Sacrament, please call the office during business hours as soon as 
possible. There can be unavoidable delays in a priest getting to the
